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Overview: Study Abroad Hawai’i understands the value of an abroad experience and is committed to helping as many
students as possible to achieve this goal. As such, the Study Abroad Hawai’i Scholarship Program was initiated to provide
academically qualified students with incentive scholarship awards ranging from $200.00 - $500.00 per semester.

Eligibility: In order to be awarded a scholarship or grant you must first be accepted to the SAH program and possess a
minimum cumulative GPA of 3.00 at the college or university level OR, if applying directly from high school, a 3.5 cumulative
GPA.

Selection: Candidates who meet the academic requirements will have their applications forwarded to the scholarship
committee who will judge their application based on academic merit and a written essay (see below).

Essay: Attach to the scholarship application form an essay that explains what you hope to learn academically, culturally and
personally while studying abroad in Hawai’i and how you hope to learn these things. The essay should be typed, double-
spaced and between 500-800 words (2-3 pages).
